Starting Tee Times

As is the tradition at Ames Golf& Country Club, Thursday afternoons during the season are reserved exclusively for Male Members from 11:30am until 7:00pm.  Many of these tee times will be considered permanent.  In other words, the tee times will be the same from week to week for the entire Men’s League Season.

For those with a regular foursome, we will determine permanent tee times at the Men’s League Kick-Off Party held this year on Thursday, April 21st.  Groups will pick their permanent tee times based strictly on seniority (years of membership at Ames Golf) of the foursome.  If your group has the most combined years at the Club, you will have the first choice of available tee times.
Men’s League Format

Each week of the season will have an event with a format designed for teams of up to four players.  For example, one week might be Best Two Net Balls of Four and Low Individual Net the next week.  Prize winners will be determined on a weekly basis with the winnings paid out and entered into the Golf Shop credit book.  

Based on the event for the week, each week will have a pre-determined “prize purse.”  From your $125 Men’s League entry fee, a designated amount will be contributed to this purse for each week. This amount will be paid out in full each week using a standard payout schedule. The standard distribution schedule is printed in the Weekly Prize Payout section.
Beat The Pro
Each week you will have the chance to test your skills against the Head Golf Professional, Jay Giannetto.  The format for this contest will be the same each week.  It will be your NET 9 hole score vs. the Pro’s GROSS 9 hole score.  Each week you can wager any amount from $5 to $100.  If you tie or lose to the Pro you win what you wagered returned to you in the form of Golf Shop Credit.  If you “Beat The Pro” you win DOUBLE what you wagered returned to you in the form of Golf Shop Credit.  YOU CAN’T LOSE AT THIS GAME!!!  The question is…How much will you try to win???     

Description of Weekly Formats

Individual Low Net.  As the title suggests, this is an individual game.  Each player’s score will be their gross score minus their full nine-hole handicap.  This format is specifically designed to allow players within a foursome to separate from each other on the money list.  For this format, we will use 100% of each player’s handicap.

Best 1 Net Ball of 2.  Another classic format known commonly as Best Ball or Four Ball.  The team’s score is determined by the best net score of the two-some on each of the nine holes.  Within each foursome, players will pick their partner and break up into two, two-player teams.  For this format, we will use 100% of each player’s handicap (i.e. 10 handicaps will play to a 10 handicap).

Progressive Best Ball.  While still a best ball event, this format is unique in that balanced team scoring becomes more important as the round moves forward.  On the first three holes, the team’s score is simply the one best net score of the foursome.  On the next three holes, the team’s score is the two best net scores of the foursome.  Finally, on the last three holes, the team’s score is the three best net scores of the group.  For this format, we will use 100% of each player’s handicap.

Best 2 Net Balls of 4.  This is a classic format for a four-person team that allows each player to play his own ball.  It is known as Best Ball, as the two best net scores on each of the nine holes will determine the team’s score.  At least three players (including subs) must be present to be eligible for prizes.  For this format, we will use 100% of each player’s handicap (i.e. 10 handicaps will play to an 8 handicap).
Quota Point System.  This event is designed to test your ability to play at or above your handicap level.  Each player is given a “quota” that is determined by subtracting their nine-hole handicap from 18 (i.e. 12 handicaps would have a quota of 6 points).  Points are then awarded based on your hole-by-hole scores. Birdie is worth 3 points, Par is worth 2 points, and Bogey is worth 1 point.  The player or team who is either closest to or exceeds the quota by the most points is our winner.

1 Low Gross 1 Low Net.  This is a classic format for a four-person team that allows each player to play his own ball. The team score is determined by combining the lowest gross ball score with the lowest net ball score of the four-person team. At least three players (including subs) must be present to be eligible for prizes. For this format, we will use 100% of each players handicap to determine the 1 low net ball of the four-person team.

Skins Game.  For the weeks in which Low Individual Net is the format, we will offer an optional Skins Game.  The entry fee for this event will be $5 cash and will be contributed directly to the Skins Game Purse.  Winners from the Skins Game will be any players who make the single lowest score that stands alone (known as a “Skin”) on any of the nine holes.

Flag Prizes.  Flag events are individual hole contests such as Closest to the Pin, Long Drive in the Fairway and Longest Putt Made.  These will be varied on a weekly basis and offered in multiple handicap ranges to give everyone a chance to win.

Important Dates & Special Events

Men’s League Opening Dinner & Kickoff Classic Draw Party (Thursday, April 21st – 6:00pm - ????)

During the opening dinner we will cover the contents and formats of Thursday Men’s League and conduct the auction for the following weeks Kickoff Classic. Cocktails will begin at 6:00pm in the Greenview with dinner and a program following.

Kickoff Classic Calcutta (Thursday, May 12th)

A great event for the year 2011, the “Kickoff Classic” will be a traditional event consisting of three person teams competing in a Best Shot format. We will have an auction as well as pari-mutuel betting. A wonderful way to “kickoff” the golf season.

Member Guest Golf Classic (Saturday, June 18th)

The premiere event at Ames Golf & Country Club. Registration and practice round will be on Friday, June 17th. Tournament rounds, consisting of 9-hole matches, will be played on Saturday, June 18th. We have condensed the format in an attempt to increase participation for this spectacular event. This event offers the perfect opportunity to showcase your club and all of its amenities.

Men’s Club Championship (Thursday & Saturday, July 7th  and 9th)

As is the tradition of Ames Golf & Country Club, the championship will be contested in stroke play format over 36 holes to provide the Men’s Club Champion for 2011. All individuals declaring and competing in the championship flight are eligible to claim the title of club champion. We will also be flighting the event after round 1 in both open and senior divisions.   
Men’s Club Championship Sole Survivor
Upon completion of Round 2 of the Club Championship, winners of each flight will qualify for the “Sole Survivor Shootout.”  This event will be contested in a shootout format with one player being eliminated each hole until we have only 1 player remaining.  That player will be the “Sole Survivor” champion for 2011.  

Men’s League Tour Championship (Thursday, September 1st)

The final event of the season is the Men’s League Tour Championship.  The format for the event will be Low Individual Net Score.  With stakes this high, you definitely want to bring your “A” game!

Men’s League Closing Dinner & Tradition Auction (Thursday, September 8th – 6:00pm - ????)

This will be our final Men’s League Event of the season.  On this night, we will honor our top performers for the season and conduct the auction for the following week’s Tradition.  Cocktails will begin at 6:00pm in the Clubroom with dinner following.

The Tradition Calcutta (Thursday, September 15th)

A continuing tradition at Ames Golf & Country Club, the Tradition will consist of three person teams competing in a Best Ball format. Full handicaps will apply. We will have an auction as well as pari-mutuel betting. This event offers one last chance for a little gamesmanship.

The Ace Club – Hole-in-One Insurance

All Men’s League Players are registered for “The ACE Club.” When any player in the Ace Club makes a confirmed hole-in-one, all other members in the Ace Club will be charged $10 on their monthly club bill.  This amount is designed to cover the bar tab associated with the hole-in-one with the balance going towards golf shop credit. The following are some requirements of an authorized hole-in-one:  (1) You must have at least one witness 12 years of age or older, (2) You must make your hole-in-one during normal golf course hours of operation and (3) You must make your hole-in-one during the course of a normal, stipulated round of golf (i.e. playing the holes in order, no mulligans, etc.)
